254 North Terrace – Freemasons Hall 
The building owner, a development company, has gone into receivership thus  stopping development of the site 
as was planned. While our tenancy is secure we are currently in negotiations to achieve permanency and some 
restoration of our building. 
 
October 10th 2009 Conference, Communication and Mixed Dinner 
These  events were full to capacity including the Annual Conference at which our ladies were present for the first 
time at the Communication and mixed dinner. The Conference was recorded and all Lodges are being supplied 
with a DVD containing three components – The Masonic Homes, The Freemasons Foundation along with the 
Freemasons Foundation Centre for Men’s Health / GIRTH Program and RWBro. Goding’s  Address: Order in the 
House. I commend all Lodges to play this DVD to all brethren (perhaps over three meetings/festive boards). 
 
Official Visits 
 The DGM, AGM and my official visits to lodges are receiving very positive feedback. The first round visits are 
ongoing including our Northern  Territory Lodges. We will continue these visits which we believe is assisting 
lodges through better attendance and ritual along with providing the opportunity for communication 
opportunities with Grand Lodge. 
 
 
 
Sponsorship SA Bowls 
The 2009/2010 Sponsorship of Night Owl Bowls is bringing Freemasonry to the forefront . It is hoped the support 
of brethren to Bowls Clubs in this promotion will have the potential to increase membership. 
 
Banners 
10 banners have been produced depicting the history of Freemasonry in SA & NT and the formation and 
development of Grand Lodge. On public display in the Hall of Fame at Freemasons Hall, the banners are also 
available for short term loan for special Lodge occasions.

 This Grand Lodge committee has a focus on assisting Lodges to liaise with the media. Districts and Lodges are 
encouraged to pursue with this Committee via the Grand Secretary for production of all public communications, 
pamphlets, flyers etc.
